Catalytic converters:  
In the early hours of 23rd March Ward officers, as part of taskforce involving over 300 officers across the Met, 
conducted raids on groups of individuals involved in catalytic converter thefts.  

 
 

 To protect your converter from theft, ask your vehicle dealership if they can give you any advice on locks or 
guards that are approved by the vehicle manufacturer.  
 Alternatively, try to make sure your vehicle is parked in a garage overnight, or if you have a commercial vehicle 
park it in a secure compound. If this isn’t possible, park in an area that is well-lit and overlooked and try to park so 
that the convertor can’t be easily reached by potential thieves. Vehicles that sit high above the road are particularly 
vulnerable.  
 You should also register your converter and mark it with a forensic marker, which will make it harder for thieves 
to dispose of. Visit: https://www.securedbydesign.com/ for more details.

Your ward officers have been dealing with a range of ASB issues across the wards, in particular the problem of car 
cruises causing annoyance in the multi storey car park and Tescos car park. They have been in liaison with the Council 
and a number of other Policing units around the matter. Large scale operations are currently being planned, and there 
should be some good news in the next month’s newsletter. Officers dealt with a couple of youths causing ASB on the 
ward with the assistance of their other ward collegaues. As a result of a drug search a large machete (see overleaf) 
was found and the youths arrested.

As a result of this incident a number of 
youths were identified who have been arrested, charged. Working closely with our Safer Schools Team and the Youth 
Offending Teams here and in Surrey these individuals have been moved away from Croydon Borough.
